STATE '05 FAIR COMMISSION WILL
DISCUSS PROJECT.

Presideni Myers Urges Importance of
Adequnte Display st 1904
Exposition.

The Btate Lewis and Clark Commission
will meet . Baturday. The meseting will
probably be devoted to a discussion of the
exhibit planned for the St Louls Fair ami
s general outline of the work to be done
by the Commission in this regard will
probably be made.

Members of the State Commission are
extremely anxjous that the co-operation
of the people of the entire State may be
secured to Inure the success of the BL
Louis exhibit It is deciared that without
the hearty co-operation of the people
themselves the exhibit will not be the best
that Oregon can make

“Aside from the putriotic features of the
8t. Louis exhiblt there Is the purely busl-
ness aspect of the undertaking that peo-
ple are apt to lose slght of.” explained
President Jeff Myers of the State Com-
mission yeaterday. ““The opportunity of
making a thorough exhibit of the State's
resouroes Al a time when attention is di-
rected to the Northwest sahould not be
overiooked. Thousands of Ensternors are
discussing this sectlon of the country and
are anxious sither to emigrate hers or o
make Investments In Oregon.

“Off course whatever we do for Oregon
will incidentally aid the entire Northwest.
For thal matter the exhibits of other
Northweetern States will ald us and the
welfare of Washington, Idaho and Oragon
depends largely upon & thorough exhibit
of the resources of the Northwest, some-
thing that will show to the people of the
East the great empire we have in this
section of the country

“The State Commission will do s full
share of the work of collecting and ar-
ranging the exhibit from Oregon. The
Commission & composed of men who ars
giving thelr time to the work without
compensation, and it is only patural that
they should ask the people of the Btate
to aid them. We are not asking that the
people expend great sums of their own
money in the work but that they advice
with us and help us eollect the axhibits
from their own section,

“The pegple of each section of the State
realize better than any one else that part
of thelr resourcea which should be ex-
hibited. If the wvartous boards of trade
would take wp the work of Interesting
farmers, miners, manufactures and others
in the same way that they have been nld-
ing the Immigration movemen! they
would alkd materially in perfecting a sat-
nfactory exhibit for the St. Louls Fair.

“*The success of our exhibit at 8t, Louls
will go & long way toward securing the
co-operation of other Biates In making
the Lewis and Ciark Centennial all that
has been plannad for L. There i» no
question but that exhibitorm would be
glad to come to & section whers marvel-
ous resources are shown and dispiay the
gonds that are required to develop such
resourcen. Foreign exhibitors, too, wouid
be interestad more quickly by a Arst-class
exhibit from the Northwest than in any
other manner. For thess reasons we be-
Heve it Is of the utmost importance that
Oregon make a good showing at St
Louie ™

Bleps have already been taken to collact
a wool exhibit. Commiasioner Scott & now
travellng in Western Oregon interesting
the wool-growers of that section in the
work, and Henry Blackman is in Eastern
Oregon carrying on the sams work. It
was belleved this work should be taken
up lmmedlutely In order to take advan-
tage of the wool-clipping season.

FAIR MUST PAY S100 TAX

Lewis and Clark Erporl(ll!. Subject
to Eddy Law,.

The Lewis and Clark Centennial cor-
poration must pay the state corperation
tax. This la the effect of a decision just
repdered by A. M. Crawford, a copy of
which was recelved by Secretary Henry
Reed yeosterday,

The Attorney-Genernl holds that the
Lowis and Clark Centennial does not
come under the head of any of the ex-
emptions noted by the stata Jaw. He

points out the fact that the Exposition
will charge an sdmittance fee, and that
when the Falr closes whatever money
may be left will revert to the corporation.
This fact makes It impossible to designata
the Falr ss a charitable Institution and
the Attorney-General does not bellieve its
educational features entitle it to come
undsr that head of exemptions,

The effect of this decistom will be to
compel the Fair directors to pay a $00
corporation tax immediately and before
the Falr ts ended It I=s estimatad 51000 will
have been paid into the state coffers from
the Falr furds as = sfate tax.

While this sum Is not large it is &
burden the directors had belleved they
would be able o escape. The money
might have beesn sxpended in other di-
rections, bot sines it must go to the stata
it s bellevad there will not bhe a great
deal of difficulty in finding places where
a curtaliment may be made.
