HEMPSTEAD, N. Y., June 11. With
Monte Waterbury out of the game be-
cause of a broken finger, and the
famous "big four" therefore no longer
Intact, close followers of American
polo are inclined to the belief that Sat-
urday's match with the British inter-
national trophy- team will be anything
but a walkover.

Louis Stoddard, who took Water-bury- 's

Malcolm Stevenson has been
spoken of, but he has never played
number one, and there appears to be a
belief that It would be too' dangerous
an experiment to play him In this posi-
tion in the coming crucial contest,
which, if won by the Americans, means
the retention of the trophy for anotheryear at least.

ed in the betting odds today, whichruled around ten to six, with theAmericans favorite. After yesterday's
hot encounter none of the players on
either side indulged in much work to-
day. The English team had only light
exercise.
