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body temperature was much 
cooler on the hike out. That 
cool feeling stayed with 
me for the rest of the hike. 
With a lunch break, explora-
tion, and a swim, it is easy 
to turn this two-hour hike 
into a relaxing four-hour  
outing.

This trailhead for Square 
Lake can be reached simply 
by heading west from Sisters 
on Highway 20 to the sum-
mit of Santiam Pass. The PCT 
trailhead is clearly marked, 
and the paved parking area 
loop on the right (north) side 
of the highway is just east 
of the road that leads into 
Hoodoo and Big Lake (on the 
south side of the road). This is 
a fee-use area, so some form 
of parking pass is required. 
Wilderness permits are also 
required, but are free at the 
trailhead.
