discussion at the Museum 
immediately following the 
film.

Museum to screen film on gay rodeo

Award-winning documentary follows four competitors over a year of 
competition on the International Gay Rodeo Association circuit. 
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The High Desert Museum 
has a new wildlife ambas-
sador: a juvenile gray 
fox from Wildlife Images 
Rehabilitation and Education 
Center in Grants Pass, 
Oregon. The young male fox 
was brought to their rehab 
center in September because 
it was ill and exhibiting 
some neurological deficien-
cies. While being nursed 
back to health, the fox exhib-
ited some unusual behavior 
including not being fearful of 
humans. Wildlife Images and 
the Oregon Department of 
Fish and Wildlife determined 
that despite the best efforts to 
correct the behavior, the best 
option for the fox was to place 

him in a permanent facility as 
an educational ambassador.  

“We are excited to add this 
new species to the Museum’s 
wildlife collection,” said the 
Museum’s Executive Director 
Dana Whitelaw, Ph.D. “Gray 
foxes are secretive and mostly 
nocturnal in nature, so this is 
a great opportunity to intro-
duce a unique wildlife species 
to our members and guests.” 

Gray foxes have silver-
gray fur on the back and face; 
reddish fur behind the ears, 
chest and legs and patches 
of white on the throat and 
belly. The black-tipped tail is 
approximately 1/3 the fox’s
