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will be a bronze statue, sixty feet in height, representing an Indian
chief. Located as it is, this memorial to our race will be one of the
most notable places about New York, and will greet the eyes of passen-
gers on incoming vessels even before they can see the statue of Liberty.

There were twenty-nine Indian chiefs who accompanied the Presi-
to New York to take part in the ceremonies, the principal figure being
Hollow Horn Bear, a noted Sioux chief, who was one of the finest
specimens of our race; in height he stood six feet feet four inches, al-
though in his sixty-fourth vear. We are sorry to have to
chronicle his death which occurred a few weeks later. On his return to
Washington he contracted a severe cold from which he never recovered.

At the conclusion of speeches by President Taft and Hollow Horn
Bear, the flag rose to the notes of an Indian song, but as it reached
the top of the pole the song broke out into the Star Spangled Banner.

I hope that some day that some of us may be able to travel in the
east and see these two great memorials.— Recited in Chapel, Mondayv
morning, April 21, by Ralph Sellew, Senior.
