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Great changes and improvements are in contemplation and under 
way at the power plant. Big engines, dynamos, etc., are soon to be in­
stalled, the boilers to be overhauled and repaired, and many other fea­
tures added for the betterment of everything. Work at sinking new 
wells has been in progress for some time and it is hoped that they will 
soon be spouting water.

On July 8, Mr. Chas. E. Larsen and Miss Myrtle Loughery were quiet­
ly married at Marysville, Wash. A part of their honeymoon was pass­
ed in attendance of the institute atChemawa. Mr Larsen is a former 
Chemawa boy and has a host of friends here who are always glad to hear 
of his successes and who take pleasure in greeting him. During the vis­
it here his bride endeared herself to all by her gracious affability. \\ e 
all enjoyed their visit. At present they are in service at Tulalip, Wash.

A special congressional appropriation of $10,000 has enabled us tore- 
model and enlarge our auditorium. The present seating capacity is 
about 500, which is entirely inadequate, When the proposed changes 
in the structure are completed Supt. Wadsworth assures us that 900 may 
l)e seated comfortably and every seat will be a choice one. This will 
give our auditorium a seating capacity easily equal that of the Grand 
Opera House in Salem.
