ABRAHAM  LINCOLN
N E W  L IG H T  U P O N  G R E A T  P R E S ID E N T

HE archivists of a nation are ever on the search for 
material which will throw stronger light upon the 
great figures of history. That of Abraham Lincoln 
stands heroically the most exacting tests; the clearer 
the light is projected and the bolder the perspective in 
which he is placed, the better do they serve to 
strengthen and magnify the personality and qual­

ities which have accorded him the second place among America’s im­
moral s.

Some new lights upon the life and character of Abraham Lincoln are 
contributed by Gaillard Hunt, Litt. D., LL. D. historian and biographer, 
now chief of the division of manuscript of the Library of Congress, 
whose work has brought him as close and intimate a knowledge of 
America’s great men as can be gleaned from their own penned words. 
Dr. Hunt has examined most of the important unpublished Lincoln 
manuscripts, and through them he has acquired a clearer view of the 
war President than could be obtained by most men.

Abraham Lincoln’s is the most extraordinarv character which 
American life has ever produced,” he said recently. “ No other Ameri­
can started from such lowly origin and reached such exalted position.
