The score of the Chemawa-Oregon Freshmen game
played on our school grounds last Friday afternoon
was 0-0—quite different from the score of last vear.
The score does not tell the comparative strength ot the
two teams as Chemawa out-classed their opponents in
every department of the game. They out-ran, out-
charged, out-passed and out-tackled, and came very
near to touchdowns several different times,

In the first quarter a run by Downie after a beauti-
fully executed forward pass to him landed the ball on
the Oregon 5-yard line, where Chemawa in four straight
attempts at the middle of the line failed to take the
ball across the goalline. Had the attempt at this
point of the game been varied, the Chemawa team
would undoubtedly have beaten Oregon by a large
score. At several other times during the game the
Chemawa team, by a quick succession of successful
forward passes, carried the ball to within a few yards
of their opponents’ goal only to lose it on a fumble or
intercepted pass.

The team as whole showed splendid improvement
over their form of the preceding Saturday; tackled
better, started faster and were much more alert.

Downie and Chamberlin executed some beautiful
forward passes. Crane made good gains through the
line and Watts, playing defensive end, was good at
smashing interference. The work of the tackles, Nix
and Peratrovich, was of a high order. They out-
charged their opponents and were in every play. The
whole team played well with the exception that they
were unable to secure a touchdown when close to the
opponents’ goal. Hobucket was injured early in the
game and was replaced by Phillips, but pluckily re-
sumed play for a time in the second half. His pass-
ing was fast and accurate. '

The team is showing steady improvement and expect
to give a good account of themselves against Mult-
nomah next Saturday in Portland. It is too bad the
team did not begin practice sooner so that they could
have secured games with the coast university teams
instead of freshmen. With longer practice they could
play close games with any of the university teams.
Considering that Chemawa has only been practicing
for a couple of weeks the showing is remarkable.
