Secretary McAdoo appeals to the “ sp irit of ’76”  in 
a saving cam paign to assist in w inning the w ar. H e 
speaks as follows in connection w ith  the cam paign to 
raise $2,000,000,000, ju s t inaugurated :

“ W e m ust win th is war. W e can and we shall win 
if the boys and girls of Am erica say so and mean it 
and feel it and live it as the boys and g irls of ’76 lived 
and  felt and helped.

“ T he nation needs tha t sort of boys and  g irls today , 
no't to beat their drum s, nor to load our m uskets, but 
to s ta rt a g reat work w hich m ust be done. I t ’s the 
part of boys and girls today to teach the grow n people 
of the nation the lesson of th r if t—saving to the point of 
sacrifice, self-denial of every th ing  unnecessary. If 
every boy and g irl says at home ton igh t I will fight 
in th is war, I will save every penny and loan it to my 
governm ent to help save the lives of big bro thers of 
A m erica, I will try  to teach every A m erican I see to do 
the same, then th e  20,000,000 hom es, the homes of all 
A m erica, will be filled w ith the sp irit of ‘76.

“ A m erica will win again as it has alw ays won, 
th rough  the splendid streng th , courage and sacrifice 
in the hearts of youth  th rough  the message w hich its 
school children will carry  hom e.”
