The entertainment given last Saturday evening in
the school gymnasium was under the direction of Mrs.
Hall and the credit for the success of the function is
due her and every voung lady of the organization, as
an organization, not as individuals, for combined ef-
fort was necessary to produce so elaborate an enter-
tainment as that known as a ''Patriotic Pageant.’’
Not a detail was overlooked which in any way could
affect the correctness of the affair from a conventional
standpoint. As the invited guests arrived they were
met by the representative hostesses and escorted to the
cloakrooms, where wraps were left, and then escorted
back to seats permitting a good view of the stage.

Itisfittingat this time to mention the decorations,
which were in red and white, the society colors. Noth-
ing finer, if indeed as fine, was ever seen at Chemawa
in the way of of decorations. On every hand there was
evidence of patriotism in the way of flags and nation-
al colors. The stage in some way reminded the writer
of the portico of a Greek temple. It was beautiful
and nothing less.

An octette composed of Sigma girls and trained by
Miss Gertrude Brewer, who acted as accompanist ot
the piano, sang all of the numbers given above—and
more, too—and each musical number represented a
distinct idea and separate period of the war from the
time of its declaration against Germany until the sign-
ing of the armistice recently. At various periods
there were soldiers and sailors on the stage in martial
array passing in review before the assemblage. There
were other representatives, too, such as Red Cross
Nurses, Salvation Army lassies, all ' angels of mercy’’
and conveying that impression most vividly. ‘‘Uncle
Sam’’ also was in evidence. There was not an imag-
inable thing omitted. The singing was splendid on
every number—the spirit of all the ideas pictured was
in the breath of the songs. We shall not attempt
individual praise because all did so well. There was
a tableau at the close of the program wherein all the
various war-time characters were grouped and a dove,
the emblem of purity, of peace, and of mercy, descend-
ed from the heavens and hovered over the scene. A
beautiful close for a memorable program.

Artistic cards for dancing were then distributed and
an hour and a half of social intermingling and daucing
was enjoyed. At the appointed hour the partners
filed into the banquet room for refreshments. Beau-
tiful hand-painted place cards showing carnations,

the Sigma flower, were beacons for each individual in
finding his or her place. The color scheme for the
table and room was developed in pink and white.
The refreshments were most dainty and delicious in
every way, the color scheme being carried throughout.
The banquet was in keeping with every other feature
of the evening, in which perfection seemed the talis-
man. At intervals during the hour of refreshments
the young ladies of the society sang in verse and theme
appropriate to the occasion. During the banquet
Superintendent Hall presented to Charles Goff and his
sister Adeline, and George Lekanoff and Alicia Kim-
ball pleasing prizes as winners in the dancing contest.

Then came goodnights and good wishes expressed
by the departing guests to Mrs. Hall and the many
other charming hostesses for a perfectly delightful
evening. The general vedict of those present was
that the evening’s program as a whole in its various
details eclipsed anything else of like character ever
given at Chemawa.
