Not since the days of Reuben Saunders, Joe Teabo, 
and V ictor G raham , when Chem awa played on a par 
with all the big college football teams of the N orthw est, 
did it tro t onto the field such a strong and m ighty 
team as it did last Saturday against the powerful 
Oregon freshm en.

T h is game was the hardest fought and the most 
spectacular contest staged here in many seasons.

On the second rush Oregon carried the ball under our 
goal posts, m aking the score 7 to 3.

T he ends pulled passes out of 
the air and the backs charged th rough  the holes paved 
by our line on a steady march to the freshm en goal 
Not for a second did they stop till Bettles plowed 
th rough  the line for the final score. T he gam e ended 
10 to 7.

Only our old tim ers can remember so far back 
when we had a line whose work had more effect on 
lxith the offense and the defense and a back field that 
had more punch than those that defended Chemaw’a ’s 
goal last S atu rday . M artin Colby and H auser, ends; 
N ix ar.d Bob Downie, tackles; “ L upps” Peratrovich 
and N ix , guards; Johnson, center; E der, Choate, 
Sampson and Bettles in the backfield. These are the 
men who won the hardest game played in years.

Martin Colby received a painful in jury  in the leg 
during  the first quarter and was replaced by Liljegren 
whose plucky playing stood out with the rest.

and it is expected that the Colby brothers and the o th ­
er cripples will be back in shape for the game against 
Pacific U niversity here on the 13th. Chemawa and 
P U. are the strongest contenders for the non-confer­
ence cham pionship  and we are ready to play any team 
in the N orthw est for it.
