In  the  first of a series of two games played at E u ­
gene last week-end our varsity  met defeat at the hands 
of the m ighty  O regon five by a 27 to 18 score.

It was not an easy gam e for Oregon and so one-sided 
as the score would indicate, but close and hard fought 
th roughou t. D uring the first five m inutes of play 
neither team was able to score and the half ended 16 
to 13 in favor of the U niversity.

N ix was the sh in ing  ligh t for Chemawa and our 
highest poiut getter, scoring three field baskets and 
converting four out of five free throw s, while Captain 
D urno of the U niversity  scored three field goals and 
converted 14 out of 15 free throw s. Both teams regis­
tered 14 points from field goals.
