An immense amount of labor has been expended on 
the hot water system here.

This project is nearing com­
pletion.

The residential district of West Chemawa was the 
scene of activity for Mr. Sanders and a large force of 
painters. As a result the exterior of nearly every house 
on this section of the campus has had its coat of paint.

One of the greatest undertakings was the “make­
ready” for the new gymnasium which is to be. Our 
old gym had to be put in condition for conversion in­
to a commissary—this was the beginning of things. 
Then it w’as necessary to transfer all of our supplies 
from the old commissary to the new. All of this re­
quired time, and lots of it. The next thing was to 
move the old commissary building south, across the 
athletic field to a position south of the machine shop. 
This building will now be utilized as a sort of farm 
supply house. It was necessary to move this build­
ing, as it stood where it was desired to locate our new 
gym.

Following this house-moving project came the mov­
ing of what is left of the original Brewer Hall building. 
This historic old edifice is now located a short distance 
west of the carpenter shop and it will be used as an 
apartment house.

It is hoped that real work can be started on our new 
gym soon, as the lack of a gymnasium is a serious 
handicap in many ways to a school like ours. But as 
Supt. Lipps pointed out during chapel last Sunday 
evening, when finally completed the new gym will be 
so fine that all can well await, patiently, the opening 
of its portals.

A task of considerable magnitude which was com­
pleted was the establishment of a new oil reserve tank 
near the power plant. It is of immense capacity and 
is of concrete. The digging of the great pit for the 
tank was accomplished by student labor. It is finished 
with concrete and is a much-needed adjunct to the 
satisfactory functioning of our power plant.

The above paragraphs will, we trust, give our read­
ers something of an idea of the immense amount of 
work that Supt. Lipps has had on his hands during 
the past summer for the betterment of Chemawa—our 
Chemawa!
