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(From the Quiver of Thomas Paine) 
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Men are born, and always continue, free and equal, 
in respect to their rights. Civil distinctions, therefore 
can be founded only on public utility.

The nation is essentially the source of all sovereign­
ty; nor can any individual, or any body of men, be 
entitled to any authority which is not expressly derived 
from it.

The end of all political associations is the preserva­
tion of the natural and imprescriptible rights of man, 
and these rights are liberty, property, security, and 
resistance of oppression. >

When it is laid down as a maxim that a king can 
do no wrong, it places him in a state of similar security 
with that of idiots and persons insane, and responsi­
bility is out of the question, with respect to himself.

The romantic and barbarous distinctions of men in­
to kings and subjects, though it may suit the condition 
of courtiers cannot that of citizens; and is exploded 
by the principle upon which governments are now 
founded.

Reason and ignorance, the opposites of each other, 
influence the great bulk of mankind. If either of 
these can be rendered sufficiently extensive in a coun­
try, the machinery of government goes easily on. 
Reason shows itself, and ignorance submits to what­
ever is dictated to it.
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When we survey the wretched condition of man, 
under the nionarchial and hereditary systems of gov­
ernment, dragged from his home by one power, or 
driven by another, and impoverished by taxes more 
than by enemies, it becomes evident that those systems 
are bad, and that a general revolution in the principle 
and construction of governments is necessary.
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It is attributed to Henry IV of France, a man of an 
enlarged and benevolent heart, that heproposed, about 
the year 1620, a plan for abolishing war in Europe. 
The plan consisted in constituting a European con­
gress, or, as the French authors style it, a pacific repub­
lic; by appointing delegates from the several nations, 
who were to act, as a court of arbitration, in any 
disputes that might arise beteen nation and nation.
