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CHEMAWA OPENS 1933-34 TERM

The Salem Indian School has opened for its new
term with an enrollment reduced from 750 to 300
students. 'This reorganization has necessitated much
effort on the part of emplovees and without the loyal
support of the pupils would have been extremely dif-
ficult.

Major alterations which have been undertaken are
the changing of all Home Economic activities so that
they may be carried on in one building and changing
the employee’s club to permit the senior foods students
to secure the practical training the club allows.

This has all meant much effort on the part of stu-
dents and employees and all are to be congratulated
for the success of their efforts. Important alterations
have also been made in the course of study which re-
sulted in shortening the vocational term to two years.
It is felt that consistent and conscientious effort on
the part of teachers and employees under the present
plan will result in boys and girls becoming sufficiently
well trained in a two year period to make initial em-
ployment practically certain.
necessary to adjust one’s self to new equipment, new
methods, and new surroundings it is entiiely practical
to suppose that training after the two year period
could be better obtained on the job and with pay.

This is the plan Chemawa attempts. It will reduce
the cost per graduate to about one-third of its past
cost and permit graduating twice as many students as
could have been graduated when the enrollment was
doubleits present size. The enthusiasm which stu-
dents are displaying for the present plan warrants a
forecast that it will be more than successful.
