His classification depends upon the local board, 
which decides whether he shall be deferred or 
eligible for service. This is determined by informa­
tion given on the “ questionaire” which is filled 
out under oath by the registrant.

A registered student was asked by a reporter 
of the Chemawa American, what he would miss 
the most when he leaves Chemawa.

His answer was, “ Things which I will miss 
after I leave are: my gal, eats, the boys, and that 
four o’ clock appointment with Mr. Rickard.”
