This
type of ensilage is an excellent feed for dairy cows.

This ensilage was trucked out here in loads of
about four tons to the load.

Since the cannery in Salem ran day and night,
ensilage was cut here day and night. The boys at
McNary took three-hour shifts during the mghts to
tramp the silo.
