In a  rem iniscent strain, G eorge 
writes, "While on the high seas  we 
listened to varied  music, an d  I could 
have sworn I heard  the a  cappella  
choir of the school. It w as familiar 
in every way. I w as very proud to 
have been  with such a  music group, 
if only as a  listener. Something like 
that is very beautiful, and  you never 
seem  to realize w hat you have to 
enjoy until you are  far aw ay  from 
it."
