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Mr. Shepard Remembers How It Used To Be

Mr. Allan Shepard was interviewed 
by the third period Introduction to 
Journalism class on February 25, in 
honor of Chemawa’s 92nd birthday.

Mr. Shepard, an Eyak Indian from 
Cordova, Alaska, has been at Chema- 
wa for many years, both as a student 
and as a printing teacher. He gradu­
ated from Chemawa in 1919.

Mr. Shepard said that when he went 
to school here the students had to 
wear uniforms. The students marched 
to classes, to the dining hall, and to 
the raising and lowering of the flag. 
But then, he added, Chemawa used to 
be run by the military. The first 
superintendent, when the school was 
founded near Forest Grove, was an 
Army lieutenant, M. C. Wilkerson.

The student activities were also 
different in Mr. Shepard’s day. There 
were movies, but no dances, just “ so­
cials” . A “ social”  was where the 
boys and girls could socialize by

then, he would be sent to jail. If he 
did something less severe, he might 
have to work off hours by marching 
back and forth across campus as a 
punishment.

later became Oregon State University. 
Philomath and Albany Colleges no 
longer exist.
