in the city. A standing Invitation
to attend one of the various churches
was also pasted In each Bible

The executive committee in its
final composition for 1916 held Its
first meeting March 12,

The committee "held during the
year, nine regular meetings and two
Bpecial meetings. The attendance
was good, falling only once to have
a quorum present, and fct some .meet
Ings the attendance was almost per--
feet.

There were two general union de-

votional meetings during the year.
one union meeting In charge of the
clvlo committee, and two Union so
cials, a total of five union meetings.
All were successes and speak well
for the committees having them in
charge. There was one exchange of
leaders among the organizations
making up this union.

Early In the summer a gospel
team was organized to hold meel
logs tp outlying (districts from
Roseburg. The managers made au
interesting ami favorable four-pag- e

report. Twenty-fiv- e gospel meetings
were held; twelve persons took
part as speakers; thirty-nin- e as
singers; and eleven furnished autos
without charge. Some gave their
services several times. The work
met with favor wherever the teams
went affd. there seems to be every
good reason to take up the work an- -

. other year. ,
A list of the names of the stud-

ents In our local high school was
procured through the high school
principal. The names of those hav
ing no regular church connection
were distributed among the five or
ganizations making up this union
and are being used by the social and
devotional branches of those or
ganizations; This line of work at-

fords an excellent field for the fu
ture.

With four yews of experience
and growth as a foundation, much
ought to be accomplished in 1917.
