tion of Alsace-Lorrain- What tin
Germans cannot understand is the
facl virtually every real Alsatian and
Lorrain rejects in totality un
scheme lor joining his native lane:
either to the German Empire or au
ot its component letleral stales.

The latest method of disposing oi
the two provinces discussed in the
tierman imperial parliument pro
poses their division between Prussia
and Bavaria, Lmrnine to he takei
by the former and Alsace by the lul
ter. This proposition not only i:

rejected by the inhabitants of tin
provinces themselves, but has arous
ed protests Irom several ol t ho Ger-
man states, and especially from
Wuertteiuberg. Consequently lor the
tiiuo being it has been allowed to

drop in favor of two other schemes,
both unsatisfactory to some of the
German parties.

The lirst of them looks to tile for-

mation of an Independent slate ot
Alsace-Lorrain- e under the rule of a

duke, while the bocoiiiI formulates
the foundation of a republic of

attached lo the Ger-

man Empire. lloth of them have
been widely discussed but without
bringing about any conclusion, and,
should either ol them be accepted
by the Hermans, it is believed the
people of the two provinces would
have nothing to do with It.

As the correspondent of fho As-

sociated Press has found in discuss-

ing the matter with Alsatians and
Lorralns of nil classes, the only de-

sire ol the! people is to be reunited
to France, with which they have re-

mained, in spite of the Merman an-

nexation, closely allied In all their
ideas and in all their souls. They
recall frequently in the course of
their conversations the words utter-
ed by President Wilson;

"The wrong caused by Prussia to
France in IS71 must be redressed
In order that peace may be establish-
ed in tho Interest of all."
