style, and one pair of wool kntt
spiral puttees, ten feet long

The Quartermaster's Corps estim-
ates that the average soldier in cam-

paign wears out one pair of trousers
every two months and makes pro-

vision on this basis although the nor-
mal life of a pair of breeches is six
months. Every soldier has also an
overseas cap that has a felt protec-
tor to null down over his ears. He
is not allowed to wear the old Issue
of campaign hat that his folks- at
home are used to seeing. He has;
wool gloves and leather
mittens over .them and each soldier
IB (provided with at least three blan-
kets and a",' watorproof slicker or
raincoat.

when the world once more learns of
their devotion to the Red CroBS
Ideals. Enrollment in the Red Cross
by .every man and woman and child
will mean more to the world today
than ever before.;. Millions ot plead-
ing, wistful faces are turned' toward
us today and only by answering that
mute appeal by universal enrollment
in the Red Cross .can we show our
sympathy and our vote for a kindlier,
gentler wprld In the days to come."

County managers throughout Ore-

gon are being urged by Mr. Wltham
to make advantage of this day as In
moat of the towns, It is shopping or
market day for the BUrroundlng coun-
try. Managers are requested, to estab-
lish Red, Cross centers today and
Monday and to have all the available
solicitors In the field to meet ; the
people as they, come Into, town to
shop. Soldiers and Bailors are dis-

playing the right uplrlt and are going
out as solicitors. Demobilized sol-

diers In Oregon towns aro offering
their services for the cause, for they
know from perflonnl experience of the
work of the Red Cross organization.

"Where's your button?" is now
being asked every-wher- e. There are
still many thousands of people wtho
are not decorated with the little' love
button unrii there nro .thoueandB of
homes where no Rod Cross service
flag files In tho window. There Is
until Monday night to remedy this
condition and all Amoricans who are
interested in the cause of humanity
are expected to be provided with
button r flag by Monday evening.

I know from past experience that the
state is well organized', and I believe
that the workers have not-los- t Mieir
original enthusiasm.

One
of the most exciting chapters of tha
war against Gorman Is a
series of accounts of notable engage-
ments between British de.oy ships
nnd the submarines, made public oy
Iho British admlrallty. While the
whole story of the port played by
these decoy vessols, "myBtery shlpB"
or "Q" craft has not jeen revealed,'
It Ib evident that several of them
were used to lure the Hun undersea
cratt to thoir destruction.

but- others In which he and other
captains participated now are avail- -
able. That at leaBt a smalt fleet was
used In this work Is evident from the
fact that Campbell at. different times
appearB as the master of the Farns- -

borough, the Pargust, the Dunraven
and the Q--

warks, steamed zig-za-g paths In' the '

seas which were the hunting grounds
of the submarine. In their Character
of lazy colliers or Blow cargo otaft
they presented submarine com-

mander an Inviting object of attack
hut once he was- well within range
of the British guns, the false super-
structure hiding the guns fell away
and the ihelpless collier became sud- -
denly transformed Into a fighting
craft, bent on destruction. It was
dangerous work requiring the high
order of courage for the submarine
must he lured near beforo the guns
could safely begin their work. In
the meantime the Hun frequently had
Rent his topedo home and the decoy
ship was disabled, sometimes on fire
And part of her crew wounded. In
thut condition the battle was fought
and often the submarine destroyed.

'

"Panic parties" was' one ''of the
ruses practiced by the decoy ship's
Commander to coax the submarine
alongside.- When the mystery ship
was torpedoed, these panic parties
look to the boats, apparently aban-
doning their vessel, but always leav-

ing on board another crew to man '

the guns and finish the submarine
if It came near enough.

The first encounter mentioned by
the Admlrallty took place In Maroh
1916, wihen the Farnborough, dis-

guised as a collier was attacked by
a submarine. The 'panick party" took
to the boats and when the submarine
closed In, to abov.t 800 yardB " the
Fnrnborough opened fire on her. The

Bubmergod and the Farnbor--
ough passed over her dropping depth-bomb-

The submarine reappeared
standing almost on end. Five rounds
were fired into her at nearly point
blank range and she went to the bot-
tom of the sea.

Prior to that action .the Farnbor-oug- h

had cruised throughout the en-
tire winter without being attacked.

Within a month trie Farnborough
conxed another submarine near
enough to sink her by gunfire. Com-
mander Campbell later was tranBfer-ro-d

to the command of the Q-- and
In the following February, 1916, his
vessel was torpedoed by a submarine
which eventually apiiroached so near,
that a shot from llhe Farnborough'
beheaded the captain as he
climbed out of the tower, the subma-
rine was Bunk with her conning tower
open and her crew pouring out, De-

stroyer towed the Q-- 5 In and breach-
ed her. For this exploit the Victoria
Cross was awarded to Campbell.

The decoy ship Pargust with Camp-
bell in command .was torpedoed on
June 7, 1917, while dlBgulsed ns a
British merchant ship. The subma-
rine came within fifty yards of the
Pargust which then opened fire on
her with all guns. The submarine
crew poured out of the conning tower
and held up their hands in token of
surrender, but the steamed
away trying to escape In the mist.
The Pargust again opened fire on her
and sunk hor with one man clinging

. to her bow ns she went down. The
decoy vessol was towed back to port
ny Amercan destroyers. Two Vic-
toria Crosses were awarded for this
successful action.
