In alx statea of the Unlon women
are already ellgible for jury duty.
in only one of themo, Idaho, their
garvieo 4s compulsory. The women
of New York, who have recently ne-
nuired the ballot, are now urging tho
passage of o law, which will permit
thom to serve as Jjurors, since the
nlate constitution, framed in the
dnys when nobody droimed of any-
thing olse, expressly states that
“males” shall serve in this capacity.

Thess New York women foel that
fury duty is not only the right but
the very solemn duty of every citizen.
They clalm furthermore that thero
will be fower travesties of justice,
where women sit in the box. It I8
cortain that bewutiful women notor-
fously escupe the penalty of their
crimes, und the fault ia ofton lnld at
the door of lmpresslonable man, who
pomehow ean never quile get over
tho ridieulous weakness for beauty In
distrons,

Probably the men will be only too
glnd to have woinen sorve quite gen-
erilly ns jurors, for It Is one of the
mont unpleasant dutles whieh fall to
the lot of the consclontious eltizen.
