Hoi itt Kxlfrnnuu(e,
Quack grass, considered as a weed,

can be exterminated by proper meth-

ods of cultivation. Henry Hatch
;;:ivs: This grass grows from tho

roots as well as from the seed, and
as the roots get a start very quickly
in wet weather they should bo dis-

turbed only during a dry spell. No
matter how small or short the root

may be, it is sure to grow if torn loose
rrom the parent plant and deposited In

moit soil. How tlip tield rather shal-

low, then harrow it thoroughly with a
0111111011 lever harrow or a spring tooth

tool if one Is handy. This will tle--

Viive a large share of tlie roots lying
on the surface, and after a few drying
days they can be raked Into windrows
and hurtied. If the work does not
seem to be through in tlie spring plow
again and a little deeper than before,
then harrow, rnke and burn as before.

Probably a few roots will escape and
possibly a few seeds will yet be In the

soil, so, If it can be done, some culti-

vated crop had better be grown lit tho
Held following lids treatment and all

plants that survive cultivation be de-

stroyed with hoes. This grass Is as
hard to destroy as almost anything
that grows and tho only way to do it
Is to take everything out of the soil lu
tlie way of roots, seeds, etc., and com-

pletely destroy them by burning or rot-

ting awny In a pile.
