this the memberabip rolioall will
show that ail of Harney, Mualhtur,
Coos, Curry and TiHinmook counties
are eligible to partiefpation.

The Hurrlioan bulwarks will be
assnllod In o b which  will be
drawn up by the proper comuitios
of the convention, which will he nub-
mitted to the legluluture noext Juo-
unry, Thoe mensure will ntinck the
prosent law, which han vnablod Har-
riman to secure stenpgleboldy on wy-
ery avallable pass or gup through the
mountaine over Into Central (regon
for a period of five yoars. A pro
viklon of the bl will probuably re
quire that no rallrond shpll be nl-
lowed to galn permaonent control of
more than ons such sirnteglo pond
tion, and thon ouly for o Hited
time, within which a4 certaln suount
of actual rallrond construction wuork
munt be done, as evideuce of good
falth. This I much aftor the fash
fon of the homestead act, which ro
quires that the settlor do n corlulo
amount of lmprovement work esch
year.
