It is therefore filing that with
the best means in our power we re-
:ord g8 a memorial some of the life
and characteristies of one whose faee
and form are gone, oné whose steps
nre heard no more, and whose mem-
ory. will ever be bul nn vowrltten
part of our order.

Robert Robertson, P. G,, became a
member of Phlletarian Lodge, No. §,
I, 0.0, F., on August 15, 1866, and
it may be truly sald that sinee the
institution of the lodge in 1860 It
has never suffered a more severs
loss thun that which was announced
‘o us #o suddenly and unexpectedly
in open sedslon on the nlght of Sep-
tember 10, 1908, While hig hoalth
had been poor, his death came as o
great shoek not only to the lodge but
to the whole community.

Had thiz man lived in other times,
and amid other surroundings, had his
day been timed, or his destiny been
to uphold his country's honor or
sufety, or some great or noble sacrl
tiee demanded of him in service of
his. God or his eountry, instead of
this memorinl which we now write,
he might well bave had devoted to
him a page in history. But, after
God's plan, he was set In his ap
polnted place to perform his duty,
no less fmportant in that great plan
than that of the most (Hustelous of
history. How unfathomable are the
purposés, how inserutable are the de-
slgns of God, how wonderful are the
simple things of thy creation! s It
not sald that the most preclous
thing in the whole world 5 a human
soul?  The spirit which helonged
to God, grown large and great and
strong, has returned to Him who
gave It, fnereased a hundred fold and
wir know the weleome words have
been spoken:  “Well done, thou good
and falthful servant, enter thou Into
thee jovs of thy Lord."

Robert RHobertson woas of herole,
mold, gentle, just and strong; bear-
Ing every burden "as the flint bhears
fire.”” Of fine sensibilitlies he was o
profound thinker and anccompllshed
actor. And his whole heart and soul
was wrapped up in the teachings, ex-
amples and asplrations of Odd Fel-
lowship, He received and Imparted
all that was good and noble in the
order, which means all that Is good
and noble in lite. Humble of station,
yot grent of gonl, In hls Hle and
death are depicted the most striking
teachings of the order, the frallities
of human life, the power of love, the
loss of o friend, and exemplication
of truth.

We can never forget the time when
he was found dying by the wayside
How tenderly we would hiave ralsed
his stricken body  and with what
gentleness we would have poured
balm Into his wounded heart conld
wo have done so; but we could only
