That'll tho way OeorKe Fred Wil-

liams, former 'representative In u

frorai MaBHacliusottB, campaign
Ing the wont for the democratic par-
ty, puts the election of liryan and
Kern, which will be all over but the
shouting four, weeks from now.

Mr. Williams dropped in from the
south this morning.

"I have talked to democrats and
republicans everywhere," Mr. Wil-

liams said, " and I find that there
has never been anything like the
change In the political history of
the country. The election of Hryan
la ansured. ' It will be more than a
landslide,' I don't know what to cnll
it.

New York for Hryan, Sure.
"New York Is assured for the

democrats.' Bo is Illinois, and posHlb-l- y

Rhode Island. Oh, yes, there's
Ohio. And there Is Indiana! In-

diana going democratic! What do
you know about that! No one claims
Indiana at this date for the repub-
licans.

"And there 1s Kansas. JuBt came
from there. Talked to the editor of
a German iaper who said practically
all the German republicans were for
Bryan this year. Same thing Is true
relative to the German vote all over
the country . Don't know Just what
has brought the change for the bet
ter. It's true nevertheless.

"Then there Is the labor voto. You
all know how they are coming over
to our side. I never appreciated It
so fully, however, until I began trav-
elling about the country and talking
to the people tnlkiug to men who
understand things generallly, and
who know just what's going on.

OHh the Colored Vote.
"Then there Is tho colored vote.

That's ours In the greater majority.
And the soldiers those who served
In the Philippines, particularly. Hut
the greatest lead we have is among
the republicans who are going to
vote for Bryan. Roosevelt's hutting
In, I find, Is responsible for the
chango of many of these persons."

Mr. Williams visited Johnstown
and other Pennsylvania cltlen nnd
towns In Quay's own district. hi
one place a worklngmans democratic
club had 33 republican members who
were going to vote for Hryan. In
another small town thero were 21!

republicans who had gone over to
the democratic side, and were mem-
bers of the Hryan club.

Mr. Williams says there Is no
question an to tho result of the elec-
tion. The only thing now is the
plurality.
