all sources amounted to $231,391, all
of which had been expended.

The financial atatement presented
by Mr. Spreckels was divided Into
four accounts entitled W. J. Ilurns
with a total of $123,250; "F. J. Ho
ney." with a total of 23.828; "C. W
Cobb," with a total of flO.OOO, and
"Sundry," with a total of 166,295.
Tbo allegations put In evidence are
aa follows:

"That tho salary paid W. J. Hums
amounted to $SMH; that he was paid
for subsistence $2081 and for olllce
rent $1726. His bill for automobile
hire was $2700 and for automobile
expenses $4162. The services of the
detectives and agents associated with
him amounted to $70,572 and their
expenses to $27,277."
