A. That is true. But In the coun-
cil the British empire has only one
vote.

Q. Does not the six votes In the
assembly give the British empire an
undue influence?

A. No. They give no euch influ-
ence at all.

Q. Why?
A. The assembly, like the council,

has no actual power. Both can only
propose, advise, and recommend. The
assembly cannot even exercise this
advisory power unless the states rep-
resented on the council unanimously
concur. The assembly exists primar-
ily as a free forum of international
discusfiuu, wherein all causes of
friction or dispute may be aired. In
this forum colonies
are represented equally with the
mother country. The British empire
has five such colonies Canada, Aus-

tralia, New Zealand, South Africa
and India. That, with England,
gives the British empire bix votes. In
any matters affecting English inter-
ests, it is likely, although not certain,
that the British colonies would vole
with England. With almost equal
certainty, we might expect Cuba,
Panama, Guatemala, and Haiti to
vote with us. On most matters, our
position would probably have the
support of the South and Central
American republics, whose interests
in world affairs are usually identical
with our own.

Q. Why were six votes in the as-

sembly assigned to the British em-

pire?
A. The admission of

Q. Will the league of nations re
duee armament?

A. That Is one of its primary ob-

ject s.
Q. Do the European peoples and

powers want to reduce armaments?
A. Yes, If they can do so with

security. For thirty years before
1H14, and under the old system of
balance of power, the European na-

tions expended on armies and navies
as much money as though they had
been perpetually at wnr. In the great
wsr, most of them mortgaged every
dollar of their resources. If they
now kep up their pivot prmtiments.
they must either go Into bnnkruptcy
or exploit by cnmiuest such distant
countries with undeveloped resources
as South America.

Q. Why have the European na-
tions not moved to reduce arma-
ments?

A. (1 Because. ni a result of the
war and the enormous political
chanpes It has brought about, the
nations find themselves confronted
with new complications against
which they feel they must stand
guard.

(2) Because they am waiting to
see what the t'nited States will do.

Q. Why should they wait for us?
A. Because?! we are the most pow-

erful and richest nation on earth and
the most secure In respect to our
geographical situation. If there I
