LEARNED COURSE OF LIGHT

Knowledge That Has Made Poss'bl
the Perfection of Delicate lnstru

ments of Science.

In the days before the mnmifaeture
of gltifs was as well perfected as It
la Unlay mirrors with uneven. Imper-
fect surfaces were often turned out.
When one looked Into theme (he fuce
would appear to be distorted or bent
out of shape, owing to the different
angles ut which the light wus ro-
ll ec ted.

Much the same thing occurs when
we place a stick In the water so that
one end Is above the surface and the
ulher end below. There appears to be
q distinct bend In the stick, the pnrt
below (he water looking like It makes
a complete snigle with the portion
above. This Is due not to any action
of the water upon the slick, but to nn
alteration In the direction of the rays
of light, known as "refraction."

The ulr nnd the water being of
different densities, the light cannot
pass through both of them In (he same
direction, and It Is the rays them-
selves rather than the stick which
are bent or distorted, though we have
the Impression that the stick has been
affected.

OF SAME ORIGIN AS COAL

Wood Believed to Have Been the Ba
sis of Jet, Used for Centuries

for Ornaments.
Jet Is a sort of lignite or nnthrnclte.

Often cut and polished, which, has the
peculiarities In weight and texture of

the hardest kind rf anthracite. It has
bten used In Urltnln since before his-

toric times nnd was common In the
bronze ago, from which times have
come Jet bends, bullous, rings, arm
lets nnd other ornaments.

Julius Caesar alludes to the abun-- .

lance of Jet In Urltnln and Jet orna
ments are found with Komnn relics In

them, the Detroit News recalls. The
monks used Jet for rotary bends at
Whitby abbey and at Whitney, where
It was found In the greatest abun
dance. It occurs In Irregular masses
In hard shale known as Jet rock.

Often microscopic examination dis
closes coniferous wood In the composi
tion of Jet. It Is probable thnt Jet wns

developed when masses of wood drift
ed down a river, rotted or became wa

and sank out nt sen. becom-

ing gradually burled In a deposit of
fine mud, which hardened eventually
Into shale. Sometimes drops of bitu-

men are found In Jet cnvltles, which
seems to confirm tho suspicion of Us
wood origin.
