BOOK MANY CENTURIES OLD

New Testament In Manuscript, Mar.

velously Preserved, Waa Brought
to New York From Armenia.

One of the oldest New Testament
manuscripts ill the world, and the old
est, so far as Is known. 111 the I'tillcd
States, was brought from Kurope by
John Halm, a Hungarian. A dozen or
more colored Illustrations of
incidents III the life of Jesus begin the
volume. These are followed by two
pages of historical data wild aevenil
more comprising n calendar.

1, title Is known of the history of this
nncient Testament. A brief account of
Its later udveutures Is given In the
center of the book, written In modern
Armenian by Jczeklol Arshagunl, who,
In lNCi, wrote what he knew of Its
story. During the reign of Abdul

llumlaiu, when the Turkt were per-
secuting the Armenian people, plung-
ing homes, demolishing chapels and
carrying away all the I ks, this vol-

ume was saved because It was hidden
In water, doubtless lu a well, until the
danger had passed. The book was)
equal to the test. The Ink slayed fast
and the parchment firm. Only the red
leather cover was loosened from the
canvas Imi4c, showing Its wooden foun-

dation and a scrap of silk lining.
