summer estimated the undesirable re-

sults that had followed the building of

nearly 000 braver dams, and feund
that an area of about 8.0X1 acres hud
been flooded, and something like $M,-00- 0

worth of good merchantable stand-

ing timber was being destroyed. Con-

sidering that the number of beavers,
now estimated at about 18,000 Is be-

lieved to be Increasing about 3.000 a

year, the damage bids fair to become

a serious problem. Not only do they de-
