in likely to meet with and have to
solve in the operation of a farm, The
niudent that eompleies the course
should be able to take charge of o
furm and organize it into a smooth
running, efieclent, organized unit
from which maximum relurns may be
obiained. The other flelda that are
open to the farm management stu-
dent are county agent work, exten-
slon speclalists, farm appralaers, In-
structional and Investigational work.

Child Welfare
Work Important

How far the states have officially
recognized the importanes of child
waelfare work {g brought out hy the
annual report of the Children's Bu-
reau of the U. 8. Department of La-
hor., At the prosent time 35 siales
nave created ehild hyglene or child
welfare organizations, Before organl-
zod effort for such divisions was car-
ried on as a part of the Children's
year campalgn, only 8 states had
auch divialona,

The state of New Jersey has ap-
propriated $150,000 a year for its
Child Hyglene Division. This is the
largeat budget so far adopted by any
state, but some bureaus with only
meagre appropriations, through the
coaperation of medical, public hoalth
have baon able to earry out far reach
ing plans of health work.

The Federal Children's bureau
works in an advisory way to thess
stnte organizations,, and has ren-
dered direct asslstance In the devel-
opment and admin!stration of thelr
work. Having contact with all the
state divigions, It has been in a po-
sitlon to pass along new and effect-
Ive methods adopted by any of the
bureaus,

To usslst private organizations en-
gaged In ehlld welfare work, the
Children's Purean has begun a se-
rios of practieal bulletins on offlee
and other problems of private or-
ganizations. A large part of the fleld
of chlld hygiene |8 covered by theae
