R, Co., wade
s specialiy af this tmportation dur-
ing the war porlod, and after, Thay
alun have n deduoction contract to
board and supply thess Mexican ex-
tra gongs on the Katy system. The
Contral Bonrd & Supply Co., of Kan-
wan City, has o like contract with the
Frisco
The Mexiean laborer Is easlly sat-
infled: *he seldom reglsters a kick
againgl his daily menu of pig snouts,
ecow ligm and ehill He¢ naturally
fosls lucky to have a Job when he
knows that thousands of experienced
Amorlean trnckien are touring the
country looking in vain for the same
kind of work: for a chuance to make
a lving In the land of thelr birth,
Even young men, who gave up thelr
jobs and answored the hogle call
wounld be glad to have the same op-
portunity today.

But they elalm it would never do
to nilx the two races on the saine
Jab; or in other words the Amerlean
could hardly vxint on the same fare
thit Is handed out 1o the Mexiean,
and if eonditions were changed, Mr
Boarding Company would, ag n e
sult, Yow m little profit;  therefore,
the Mexiean labor problem must re-
tdn unehapged. Even the Ameriean
merchant dorives no bhenefit  from
tholr temporary siay in onr conntry;
for after the sunply ipany  gels
thelr elothing and tobaceo deduetion,
Mr., Mexiean elther sends or takes
the halanes of hik Ameriean “dinero®
to the “Land of Manana *

Lonisinng, Texas, Oklahoma, Ari
=onn, New Mexieo, Callfornln and
Oregon are the prinelpal states In

which these Mexicans are employed;
bt they have alroady eammenced to
branch oul and go farther north, The
sold ellmate, of course, keops them
from emigrating very far northward
In the winter, but a great many of
