Commenting on the recent suspeasion of the Medford Daily
Clarion, the Klamath Falls Evening Hernld vory aptly remarks:

“After about three months of effort, the Medford Claron
suspended publication vesterday., The end was not a surprise,
Yor from the beginning the business men of Medford refused to
add to their overhead by undertaking to advertise in two news-
papers, when one was fully covering the fheld, Like other eom-
munities, they recognized that two newspapors in a small ity was
clearly an economic waste and refused to brand themselves as
blunderers by becomingr participnnts in such n mistake.

“During the war it was forcibly brought to the attention of
business men throughout the nation that it was fur better for
them and for their community 1o have one strong newspaper than
two or more weiak ones.  They also found out that they footed a
large percentage ol the cost.  This discovery resulted in hundreds
of suspensions and consolidations of newspapers thronghout the
nalion. As was to be expected, following u return or approach
to normal conditions, shortgighted individunls undertook to estab-
lish newspapers in these cities, but in every casge they are meeting
with failure, for the business men have learned the idioey of it
and are refusing to become 4 party to undertakings which mean
only waste of money, Medford was one of these cities. The sus-
pengion of the Clarion proves that the business men see that it is
o wise poliey to stand by the Mail-Tribune and through their sl
port make it 4 more powerful factor for the development of Med-
ford and the Rogue River valley,

“Marshfield learned the lesson; Rosehurg saw the wisdom of
the single newspaper; Medford profited by its former experiences.
Every city whose business men refuse to hecome partners in the
cconomic waste incident to two newspapers is falling in line.
There is no more need for two newspapers in small cities than
there i for two telephones, two water systems or two light plants.
The cost of production has mounted so high that the minimum
todny would have produced handsome profits a year or two ago.
That is why the thoughtful, conservative progrossive business
man of today patronizes but one newspaper, becsuse in so doing
he is best helping his community and his own interests.”

A% o result of
this condition, serions considerntion must be given to providing
additional buildings in the leading postal centors for the specilie
purpose of handling pareel post packages,  In order to prevent
any delay o other clagses of mail, such as lettors, it has been sug-
gested that parcel post be handled soparately from other classes
of mail in the congestod cities and on certain congested Lranspor-
tution routes.  This involves great expenditures of money for
buildings and equipment, snd with the great burden of debt on the
government, which must be considered, the salution of this par-
ticular problem becomes doubly diffieult, Tt is being approached,
hawever, rom every angle, and it is proposed, as rapidly as pos-
sible, to meet these conditions withoul too great a tax upon the
publie treasury, says the Nation's Business,
