These conditions increase taxes and create distress,
brings pressure to bear on statesmen to create better economic |
opportunities to balance burdens of military expense.

The desire of rival nations for fresh
reglons to develop, brings their respective interests to a clash, As
it is alwayvs diflicult to diseriminate between the right and wrong
on such conflicts, each party may sincerely feel that its ]m:~mn||:

When a nations rights are trampled upon, then yon appeal
to 4 nation’s sense of pride and the fighting spirit gets hot. The
cotuntry that feels a fittle the more confident of its military ma-
chine may start & war. And so the whole terrible evil and burden
prows oul of relatively slight causes,

The greatly improved feeling resulting from the Washinglon
conference guggests that much has been done to remove these ob-
scure causes of the awful curse of war, |
