Meanwhile there are always some ho never dean up, at
least with any thoroughness. You can begin in most towns with
the business center. There are usually some merchants who will

pile up old boxes and packing material at the rear of their gtores,
where they are visible from near by streets. Thus a disorderly
appearance is given the trading community, which hinders busi-

ness growth.
Every business man should regard himself as a member of a

committee to secure a high standard of order, and should care-

fully look at the roar of his own store and remove anything offen-

sive. Old boxes, if they can not be used in their present form,
should be cut into firewood and kept neatly piled if exposed in

public view. If unsightly objects must be preserved, they should
be screened so that they are not visible from the streets.

Householders who allow rubbish to collect ought to be jolted
awake somehow, so they would realize what a depressing influ-

ence their disorder has on a neighborhood. Landlords frequently
give the excuse for maintaining disorderly property, that their
tenants are unwilling to keep their places cleaned up.

But as a landlord's property is injured by poor maintenance,
he would be justified in threatening to advance the rent on a dis-

orderly occupant, and he could well afford to allow a littlo lower
rental to one who kept his property in perfect order.

A neatly kept town is a pleasanter and healthier town to live
in and one that looks so attractive that it is sure to grow con-

stantly more prosperous. ,

ence of life. Although it is the nearest
planet to the earth, nearer at times
than Mars, Venus has thoroughly baf-
fled Investigation heretofore because It
Is In darkness, being between the
eurth and the sun, when It Is nearest
to the earth. Such markings ns char-
acterize Mars are lacking. This Is

supposed to be due to an envelope of
cloud covering evenly the surface of
Venus.
