School people have always said that it takes too long to get
an education. The bright boys and girls dawdle away four years
in college when they could do the whole thing in three years. The
waste of time seems equally pronounced in the lower grade schools.

Many educators complain that it is wrong that it should take chil-

dren eight and often nine years to learn the fundamentals that
permit a child to pass into a high school. And yet high school
teachers of many cities complain that children who come on from
the lower grades are poorly prepared, and can not do simple exam-

ples in arithmetic or write a legible hand. If it were possible to
arouse the determination of children sa they would work with the
same intensity they put into a ball game you could put average
children through the grammar grades in five or six years, and
they would be ready to quit high school at 15 or 16. It would make
a tremendous difference to the community. Schools would cost
less, teachers would be paid more. Nearly all children would go
through high schools, instead of dropping out early because they
want to go to work or get disgruntled with book study. The
problem before a teacher is to arouse the ambition of a child.
Great progress has been made during recent years. The average
school pupil is not half so lackadaisical as the one of 25 years ago.
At that time, it was a common thing, on entering a school room,
torsee two thirds of the children droning away at their books,
their heads propped on their hands, and apparently it was all they
emild do to keep awake. Nowadays the majority of them seem
ta.have a desire to study and some realization of the benefits of
iiJ. But they are not fully awake even yet. The many who still drag
along in an indifferent way, keep the others back, and make
schools more costly and lessen the benefits of education.

The modern merchant has learned better in both
respects.- - When he gets people into his store, he instructs his
claiks to go the limit in courtesy, and never show irritation if a
customer does not buy. He wants people to be perfectly free to
coXne in and look without buying, realizing that if they liave that
ft'eling, they will come frequently and will be apt to purchase.
But his persistence conies in his advance publicity work. He car-
ries on a campaign through the newspapers, showing how his ac-
tive reaching out for business produces a big volume of trade
tlmt enables him to sell at low prices. He describes the opportuni-
ties as they come along, gives a clear idea of styles and market
conditions, and creates a predisposition on the part of the public
