In his talk this morning he traced
the origin ol the prune from [ts flrst
appearance as 4 bud sport and its
development BY various growers par-
tcolarly Mr. Contes.  He stated that
he had Investignted the prune from
"l apgles and bad found it very salt-
able for this section. In hls bellef
it will grow any place that Tralian or
Petites can be grown and, in fact,
ls In many respects hardier than el-
ther of these varleties

It Is uniformly large in size, givex
good welght o drying and  bears
very woll. 'Th rt that the grune
Is a shy bhinror lated through
an error there helng n confusion bhe-
twoen this varlety and another which
Mr. Coaten introduced.

The wood of the tree is better, (he
tree ln less subjoct to damaoge be-
cause of severs weather, it blooms a
little earlier than the French variety
and ripens sooner,

Altogether, Mr. Armstrong states,
the prune ls very sultable for this vi-
cinfty. In discussing the mattor of
revarslon, Mr. Armstrong stated that
some Instanees of this have heen not
ed but that they are not frequent In
the original stock. Some nursery-
taining original stock for the grafta
while athers are deliberately putting
out fraudalent stook.
