Most of the troubles from which America and the world are

Buflcrinjj can be traced to the spirit of narrow g. You

can get instances of it in the life of any community. The majority
of people in forming opinions on public policy, are inclined to

consider their own wants alone. They brood over troubles and

wrongs, real or fancied, and decide that this or that must be done
for their special benefit. They do not consider whut the com-

munity or country neetl3 as ft whole, and whether their line of

policy will be generally beneficial to the people or not. No class
of people can be happy and prosiierous unless the whole country
is doing well. If a line of policy is adopted which may seem

beneficial to one element, but which is harmful to the whole

country, the element supposed to benefit from nuch measures
"

will lose more from the harm done to this country as a whole

than it can gain through the special favor it has received. This

spirit has raised the mischief with Eurojie. At bottom it was
tho cause of the great war. For many years the nations had
been scheming and striving, each for their own advantage. Each
one of them laid plans for their own aggrandizement, but there
was little disposition to plan for the general welfare. No people
was able to see any country's point of view but their own, con-

sequently there was no effort to make a general adjustment that
would be fair all around and keep everybody reasonably cntis-fie-

The atrocious act of the German empire in invading peace-

ful countries was the immediate cause of the war. Cut back of
that was the general grabbing spirit. The nations, including the
United States, must stop grabbing for selfioh advantage, and try
to plan out projects for the benefit of the whole world.
