In the United States, at the present rota of infant mortality,
103,000 babies die every year before reaching one month of age.
t is probable that these deaths are equalled by the number of still-

born children who have been carried by their mothers almost to

term, but die before their actual birth into the world.

The appalling fact about this loss of life is that little has
been accomplished in the last decade in controlling it. The infant
mortality rate after the first month of life has been reduced
from 138 per 1,000 living babies to 86 per 1,000 during a decade,
but stillbirths and early infant deaths remain about where they
were twenty years ago.

" A careful 6tudy of experiments in prenatal work indicates
that savings have been accomplished chiefly in reducing the num-

ber of premature births. The stationary prevalance rate for sepsis
and other causes in cases receiving only prenatal nursing care
indicates a rather poor grade of obstetrical work. In other words,
if more babies and mothers are to be saved, it will be necessary
to develop not only prenatal care, but provide excellent confine-
ment care, which would prevent the septic and mechanical injuries
no often fatal to mother and baby. Many a good piece of prenatal
work has been ruined by indifferent confinement service.

Oregon boasts of the lowest infant mortality in the United
Stales. Cut even so, in the year 1922 we lost 269 babies under
one month of age; had 560 stillbirths, and 112 mothers lost their
lives incident to child birth.

Adequate ante-nat- al care, improved obstetrical technique, and
a combination of both, will keep Oregon at Uie head of other states
in maternal and infant mortality.
