Modern youth has discovered a new way of getting around
the country- - Instead of Lying a railroad ticket with hard earned

savings, the youngsters get out on a main road and leg rides from
automobiles. They call it a "hiking" or "bumming" tour, but they
may ride 50 miles for eery one they walk. It is not always so

easy to do this as these young fellows think. The custom of beg-

ging rides has become so common among boys in many places
that motorists scarcely notice such requests. Many schoolboys
have become so indolent that they will ask for rides just to go
half a mile. Some of these fellows say that the secret of getting
these rides is in being well dressed, that many drivers would stop
for a good appearing fellow who would not do so for others. A

considerable number of young men who have no money for travel-

ing have made their way in this manner this fall to colleges and
schools where they desired to take courses. It has been a pleasure
to many automobile owners to take those fellows in for such an
ambitious errand. Some parents dislike to have their boys go out
and ask for rides in this way,' as it seems to them like a form of
begging. Yet it costs the driver nothing, and some automobile
owners traveling alone arc glad to have company. The worst fea-

ture of it is that bandits take advantage of this good nature, and
have held up many drivers and stripped them of their money.
This ability to beg rides has given many young men very inde-

pendent ideas, and they feel that they can get around the coun-

try and go long distances without having to, pay much for it. It
is one of those things that may be so much overdonp thatmotorists
will generally get tired of it, and decide that these "hikers" would

better pay railroad fare or buy their own gasoline.
o

People who do not drive automobiles sometimes complain
about the enormous sums of money spent on highway improve-
ment, says Farm Life. "The roads," they say, "cost a lot of
money and the car owners get most of the benefit." In a measure
that is true; but it should not be forgotten that the car owners

pay for the ronds. It is probable, indeed, that they more than pay
for the roads. The federal government, for instance, reports that
it has paid out $2151,782,216 on account of federal aid highways,
'orest roads construction and expenses of administration. But
.his is not a tax on the non-ca- r owner because the government has
collected $589,012,021 in taxes on automobiles, tires and acces-

sories. This leaves more than three hundred million dollars of
automobilo money to be turned into the treasury for general pur-

poses. In the. slates, license fees, gasoline taxes and other

charges to say nothing of the property tax usually take care of
the road building program and sometimes leave a surplus. These
facts should be considered in programs. It is not

necessary to fight sensible appropriations for making roads since

the driver pays his own way.
o

us ordinary children. This is contrary to the ideas of the news-

papers whose publications they sell, as newspaper ieople are al-

ways in favor of regular school attendance. But it is significant
that while boys used to play hookey because of mere irresponsibil-

ity and idleness, now they do it to do work and earn money. That
indicates growth of ambition, even if it is miscredited.
