No Money For Warships.
Adversity brings out whatever

strength there may be In man or na-
tion. And the first basis of strength
is common sense. The weak may be-
come hysterical when calamity
strikes; the strong find resource in
poise.

So It fa that Japan, pressed to econ
omize to rebuild her stricken land
says to the United States: "We have
no moneys to waste on building float
ing targets for somebody g battleships
to blow up; and money to build
guns to blow up other's . targets
freighted with humans. Come, let us
gel together once more and agree not
to compete in the race of armaments
agree to restrict our building even
more drastically than we agreed to
do at Washington."

Japan is thrifty, and shrewd and
wise. And if we are alert to our op-

portunity we shall undoubtedly say
to Japan: "Certainly, we will
strict our preparedness program with
yours as far as common sense per
mits." And then we will say to all
the world: "Come again to Washing
ton, and let us lay our guns on the
table.
