Only six states west of the Mississippi
passed Oregon in the race for foreign trade in this quarter and
two of them were Texas and Louisiana, which export the bulk of
American cotton, one of the largest single factors in our foreign
trade.

grain, and only one state exceeded it in exports of timber and
lumber.
