Cut
to-d- the idea is spreading that anyone's chances of business
success are greatly improved by making adequate preparation for

it. A big lift to this form of training has now been given by Geo.

F. Eaker, by a munificent gift of $.",,000,000 to the Harvard
school of Business Administration. No doubt this liberal offer-

ing will inspire many others to give liberally to business schools.

The so called self made man is often able to work himself up

from small beginnings with but little education. Sometimes he

is naturally such a broad minded man that he seems to educate

himself as he goes along, and comes out a good man and

fine citizen. Some men have such a keen bargaining and trading
instinct that everything they touch seems to turn to money. Yet

many of these men deeply regret, as they get up in life, that they
did not have a more thorough education. They welcome the

chance to put their sons through colleges and fine business
schools. As great industrial enterprises figure more and more,

it becomes more difficult for a young man to work his way up.

Without special education, it may take him many years to learn
the things that the young man trained in a good business school

acquired in a short time. People are needed who have both gen-

eral culture, so that they are fitted to become community leaders,
and scientific training in business methods so that they are able

to grasp accurately the large commercial problems of the time.
. o

The problem of extending trade is solved by three lines of

effort: first, various forms of advertising; second, personal ef-

fort and acquaintance; third, superior service. This newspaper
has discussed various forms of retail advertising. Much can al-

so be said about the pulling power of personal acquaintance. In
some places, if people from surrounding country come into the

stores, no one seems to know them. They are handled in a ma

chine way, and they do not feel at home. There is no pulling
power of friendship to bring them again. In other places, and
this is characteristic of the stores
to recotrnize them. The proprietor
