in Any Other Month in

History of the City.

LOSSES ARE HEAVY

Fire Damage Has Amounted
to More Since First of the

Year Than in Any
Year Since 1909.

The month of June, although not
yet gone, has already set a fire rec-

ord for the city of Hoaeburg. The
number of fires for this month have
exceeded any past month in tne rec-
ords of the fire department, r.na It is
believed that the number of alarms
haa been the largest of any month in
the city's history. The fire depart-
ment has been called out ten times
Bince the first of June, and in most of
these calls has been forced to fight
stubborn fires.

June is not alone as a record
breaker. "The number of fires since
the first of the year exceeds any like
period within the annuls of the fire
department. Since the first of the
year the department has responded
to 35 calls, while the maximum for
an entire year in the past has been
52. Already there have been more
fires occur during the average
year In this city.

The fire loss up to the present time
has been the heaviest since
when the Sheridan Btreet block was
wiped out.

The destruction of the warehouse
block last month and. the burning of
the Deer Creek stables this month,
together with such other losses as
have occurred, have brought the
city's fire loss up to (60,000 already.
This Is the greatest amount of fire
damage since the big blaze on front
street 15 years ago.

The extremely dry weather of the
spring and summer is blamed for the
extraordinary fire condition now be-

ing experienced. Kor many
the relative humidity was so low that
moisture is lacking In vegetation and
in lumber. Buildings are dry, grass
Is in such condition that It ignites
easily and burns rapidly. Four bad
grass fires have been experienced
during the past month. The slight
est spark on a roof Is apt to result
in a blaze, and in all the city is fac-
ed by a serious condition a bud tire
and inadequate equipment.

The fire department is also In a
predicament because of the situation.

The city pays the fire department
$50 each month. The volunteer fire-
men receive $1 for each alarm and
$2 If It is necessary to pull hose.
Each alarm costs between (10 and
115, and between $0 and (30 if water
Is turned on.

In several past years the (.10

monthly allowance has been suffi-
cient to meet the cost of the calls
and leave a small surplus. The boys
started this year with a balance in
the treasury, but the calls have been

so numerous that the surplus was ex
hausted long ago. a ml Ihe allowance
nas oeen altogether too small to meet
expenses.
