Crown borers in Oregon berry
patches may be found and de-

stroyed In (he summer and fall
by finding and removing the
girdled or wilted canes that are,
infested. This can well be done
ut the time of removing the old
canes of Loganberry, blackberry,
and raspberry. If the borer has
gone into Ihe crown too deeply
to come away with the cane, the
experiment station workers re-

move it with a short, heavy wire
carried looped over the belt.

Crop residues turned 'under
will add organic matter to worn
Oregon soils.
