"I know there Is some sentiment,

were properly presented, nnd every-
one could understand tho existing
conditions that there would bo no
opposition whatever.

The fifth and sixth counts of
the Indictment which charged
Colonel Hill with maintaining a
common nulsnnce at his homo
wore dismissed under Instructions
from Judo Morris A. Sopor, who
presided at the trial.

The trial was the result of a
test caso forced by Colonel Hill,
who maintained the Volstead
