Official soviet buildings at home
and abroad were ordered draped
with red flags, fringed by crepe,
and all stores, theatres and res-

taurants directed to close. The
sale of liquor was forbidden. There
wero none of the usual street par-
ades or outward demonstrations
characteristic of bolshevik func-
tions, silence! being the dominant
feature of the commemorative exer-
cises.

Throughout the day long streams
of visitors including school children
filed through Lenin's wooded mau-

soleum iu lied Square to view the
wax-lik- features of the "father of
bolidievlsm." A huge black and
white portrait of the late premier
was displayed on the Kremlin wall
above the tomb finnked by the gi-

gantic gilt numerals "1921 1&23."
In the towns and villages, factory

work and traffic ceased for five
minutes as a mark of respect. The
soviet newspapers printed long ar-

ticles detailing Lenin's life and
achievements, and iamphlots con-

taining his writings were circulated
among the masses

It is a coincidence, not without
Interest, that on the anniversary of
Lenin's death his great compartrlot
Trot-sky- , should be preparing for
his own political doom. The news-
papers call attention to this and,
forsee that, with Trotsky out of
the political firmament, Lenin In
death will gain all tho glory which
Trotzky In life has lost.
