The growth of this tendency is truly astonishing to |
anyone who has not been familiny with the course of invest-
ments in stocks and honds during the past decade. One of
our prominent economists, discussing the distribution of
weaulth in this country recently showed that the number of
stockholders in our industries increased from 4,400,000 in
1900 to 14,400,000 today. He pointed out too that there has |
been & shifting of ownership from the wealthy to the middie |
classes of our people. The number of shares held by each |
stockholder and the average holdings have materially |
decrensed.  Sixty-eight large companies had 342,346 stock- |
holders in 1920. In 1923 they had 1,786,214 stockholders, am
incréase of more than 500 per cent.
